She
was also a member of the Catholic Daughters of America. But to us, she was
Mom and Nana. She was a strong woman whose unwavering faith saw her
through many difficult times. Family was everything to her and she took great
pride in her children and grandchildren. Mom and Dad (Eloy Tafoyat) were
married for 47 years. Dad preceded her in death in 2004. They have five
children, Denise Braun (Gene Carrejo), Martha Cesarano (Joe), Pam Chavez
(John), Donna Bernal (Randy Bernalt/Britt Crooks) and Eloy Tafoya
(Deborah). They were blessed with five grandchildren, Brad Cesarano, Kaylah
Braun (Mike Puhi), Missy Braun, Luke Tafoya and Anna Cesarano. Her



grandchildren were her pride and joy and she thrived when they came to visit
her. She loved them so much. Mom's brother, Mike Barelat (Petrita),
preceded her in death in 2021 at the age of 92 and her sister, Flora Trujillo
(Jesst), is 97 years old. Mom's health began to decline in 2022 and she
required more care. With the amazing team of Dr. Joy Lovette, Joan Molina,
Maryann Quintana and Sabina Basham, she was doted on and loved and was
given incredible care by this group who we lovingly named our Angel Team.
