He left
Wadesboro and went to Red Springs, North Carolina and ran a Hot Dog Stand
for a time earning him the nickname “Hot Dog Henry”. Henry was drafted into
the Army in 1952 after he had already made the move to New Mexico looking
to get hired onto the Railroad. He got hired onto the Santa Fe Railroad and
then had to take a leave from his job to serve his 2 years in the Army. Henry
worked for the Railroad for 40 years. He started as a switchman, then
yardmaster working in the West Tower, then finished his career as a
Conductor. He retired in 1992 Henry married the love of his life Arnita Mann
Kendall on January 13, 1965. They spent 48 wonderful and interesting years
together that was always centered around each other and family. He was
preceded in death by his parents, Crowell Pittman Kendall and Ollie Preslar
Kendall; brothers, Jack, Lee, Charles and Wyman Kendall; and a son, Michael
Kendall. Henry is survived by his loving wife, Arnita; daughter, Sandra and
husband, Marti of California; grandchildren, Kerri and husband, Kevin Ramos
of California and Alan and wife, Kaycee of Ohio; two great-grandsons, Koehn
