 Ursula Sanchez, a life-long resident of Belen, New Mexico, passed away in

the loving comfort of her home, on the morning of Friday, September 19,
2025. She was 97. 

 Ursula was born on October 21, 1927. She attended St. Mary’s Catholic
School, Belen Junior High School, where she met Bennie Sanchez, and in
1944 she graduated from Belen High School. They married in 1946 after
Bennie returned from the War in Europe. Ursula was educated and employed
as a secretary, and Bennie established Hub Furniture and Carpet Co. in
Belen. Together Ursula and Bennie raised a family of six children and lived in
the same home for 60 years. They were avid travelers. They visited Europe,
Mexico, Hawaii and many cruises including Alaska. Together they enjoyed
motor-homing around the Southwest and beyond, until Bennie passed away
nine years ago in 2016. 

 Ursula was a parishioner of Our Lady of Belen Catholic Church, where she
was a member of Our Lady Catholic Daughters and supported St. Vincent de
Paul, Joy Junction, and the Boys’ Ranch of New Mexico. 

 She was predeceased by her parents, Carlos and Felipita Garcia, her siblings
Dolores (Lola), Orlando, and Lorenzo, and many aunts, uncles, and cousins.
She is survived by her sister Eva and brother-in-law Bernard Sanchez and by
her sister-in-law, Erlinda Garcia. 

 She is survived by her children, all of whom also attended St. Mary’s Catholic
